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A
Asylum Seeker 
Person fleeing state persecution/violence in their country, seeking refuge and safety in another country.

C

Cabinet 
When used about the Council, this means the group of lead councillors who have political “executive” responsibility for the council. Sometimes this group is called the Executive. Each of the lead councillors has a particular area of responsibility, for example may be the “Executive Member” for Education and Lifelong Learning, etc., although all major decisions are taken by
the whole Cabinet together.

Capacity building
A phrase that has been introduced through government funding streams. Often used to refer to measures to increase skills and knowledge of groups and communities to participate to be involved with regeneration processes.

Children’s Fund
Aims to ensure that vulnerable children get the best start in life, remain on track on their early years, flourish in secondary school and choose to stay on in education and training at 16. 

Clean Money 
Some funds from the EU and/or government cannot be used as “match funding” against each other. This may be because they are from the same original source, although made available from different bodies or places (so not very obviously from the same source). Money that is “clean” is money that has a separate source and can be “matched” against government and /or EU funds.

ChangeUp 
ChangeUp is a Government initiative to strengthen the voluntary, community & social enterprise sector.
 

Civil Society
Civil Society is the term used to refer to a society that is composed of the voluntary, civic and social organisations and institutions that form the basis of a functioning society as opposed to the force-backed structures of a state (regardless of that state's political system) and commercial institutions of the market.

Communities of interest
Seven recognized Equalities Groups (Black & Minority Ethnic communities; Lesbians, Gay men, Bisexuals and transgender people; Disabled People; Older People; Young People; Faith communities and Women) sharing campaigning, political, social, and support interests.

Communities of place
Covering geographical communities - particular areas, districts, wards, or neighbourhoods.

Community Sector
Made up of community groups, generally small groups relating to communities of interest or place. May be informal, without much funding or staff.

Community Strategy
A strategy prepared by the Rotherham Partnership with Actions to promote/improve Rotherham’s  economic, social and environmental well-being. (also know as Sustainable Community Strategy)

Compact 
An agreed way of working, to improve the relationship between government and the community/voluntary sector to improve, based on shared values and mutual respect.

Connexions 
A service for young people primarily aged 13 – 19, providing a range of services including personal advisers, key workers and buddies to support young people in education, employment and
personal/social development linked to a Connexions Strategy (see www.connexionswest.org.uk)

Core costs 
The central running costs of running an organisation or project.

D
Disaffected 
As with many 'political' words it means different things to different people! In policy terms it often refers to young people who are fed up and are not doing the things that institutions and government think they should be doing. It may mean those unable to access 'mainstream' services like education and decision making because of discrimination, poverty, lack of information etc.

Driver/s 
A term coined by European funders - in the Objective 2 Single Planning Document the 'drivers' are the priorities. EG 'Building Community Based Regeneration' is one of 4 'drivers' .

E

Equalities communities
Communities experiencing inequality, discrimination and oppression: black and minority ethnic communities, disabled people, children & young people, lesbians, bisexuals & gay men, women, faith groups.

Equalities Representative
Community members of the Equalities Action Group representing Equalities interests

F
Floor Targets 
Government set list of improvements to be achieved by areas in receipt of Neighbourhood Renewal Funding.

Full Cost Recovery
Making sure that all the costs of running a project, group, activity are costed and included in any bid or application. This includes administration and management costs, and the costs of time spentnegotiating with funders and on monitoring funds won/given.

G
Governance 
How a body or organisation is managed.

I

Indices of Deprivation
A range of measurable indicators used to decide if a geographical area is eligible for regeneration resources

L
Local Agenda 21 (LA21)
Global initiative developed at the 1992 World Summit in Rio,promoting sustainability. Local authorities have developed a Local Agenda 21 Strategy, bringing together (and not compromising) social, economic, environmental interests.

M
Mainstreaming 
Realigning the allocation of mainstream resources - such as the police and health services - to better target the most deprived areas.

Match funding 
Many funding schemes require match funding. Different schemes have different requirements.

Modernising Local Government
Government agenda to open up local councils, increase the numbers of people voting in local elections.

N

New Deal 
Government's 'new deal' to address unemployment

O
Objective 1 
Refers to a status for European funding for geographic areas which have very high levels of deprivation .

Objective 2 
Objective 2 status means access to geographic/area based funding stream for clearly defined areas showing high levels of deprivation - but not as high as Objective 1. Parts of Bristol have Objective 2 status as part of a South West Region initiative (see breakdown of local initiatives).

Objective 3

A European fund which is for smaller initiatives than Objective 1 and 2 and is not area based, but still targets communities which show high levels of poverty and deprivation. To support training and skills development.

Outcomes
Outcomes are specific descriptions of what and individual or organisation is expected to be able to do or deliver at the end of an activity.

One Place
This is the term that is sometimes used to refer to the Comprehensive Area Assesment. See CAA.

P
Partnership
Government regeneration initiatives and large scale funding streams require joint working between the voluntary, public and private sectors (and sometimes residents). 

Performance Improvement
Involves an organisation reviewing and monitoring current activities/ outputs; identifying weaknesses/ areas for improvement; setting targets and plans to meet these targets. Then the cycle of review, plan and implement begins again. Can be linked to quality assurance, and accredited quality assurance schemes such as PQASSO or Investors in People.

Performance Indicators
A measurable target applied to find out if something is actually working/meeting its aims, etc.

Private sector 
Trading organisations and individuals whose purpose is to make profit for themselves or shareholders.

Public sector 
Organisations set up by government law (statute), to provide services to the general public (eg City Council, Police, etc.)

Pump prime (funding)
Initial funds used to set up a new activity or group.

Q
Quality Assurance

 Tends to refer to accredited quality assurance schemes, such as PQASSO. Organisations pay for these schemes, then have to work through them to achieve accreditation, which is formally recognized.

 

R
Regeneration 
'improving the quality and equality of people's lives'.

S
Single Pot 
Funding from the SWRDA targeting disadvantaged neighbourhoods. This replaces SRB funding, and – as is common with funds from the SWRDA - will focus much more on economic development rather than social/community regeneration.

Social Enterprise
Social enterprises are not-for-private-profit businesses with social aims, these social aims are the difference between private business and social enterprises, they range from recycling to nurseries and much more. They are people, not profit centred.

Social exclusion
Processes that prevent people from participating in the 'mainstream activity' of everyday life through poverty, unemployment, lack of education, lack of access to influence and decision making etc.

Social economy
All organisations that are not-for-profit and not set up by statute.

Soft Outcomes 
Outcomes that are less easy to observe or measure, or which involve some form of change inside people, such as a change in attitude or a change in the way they see themselves.

Stakeholder 
Person or organisation that has an interest or “stake” in what is being planned, or happening.

Statement of Community Involvement
A statement that sets out how and when the public will be involved in a decision making process.

Statutory 
Organisation that must operate, by Government law (“statute”), eg City Council, Police Authority, etc.

Street Crime Initiative
To fund ‘purposeful’ activities for young people throughout the summer (for example sports, arts, volunteering, residential, outdoor activities, play schemes, personal development opportunities and tackle issues such as interpersonal relationships, anger management, cross-cultural tolerance and understanding obstacles to learning). Aims to keep young people out of ‘trouble’.

Sustainable Communities
Sustainable communities meet the diverse needs of existing and future residents and other users; contribute to a high quality of life and offer opportunity for advancement. They achieve this in ways
which make effective use of natural resources, protect the environment, promote social cohesion and strengthen the economy.

Sustainable Development
Making sure that something is lasting and that it doesn't have a negative impact on other things - like the environment or social well being - it can be sustained.

T
Third sector 
Organisations not in either the “private” or “public” sector - includes voluntary/community and cooperatives and social enterprises…so another term for the social economy.

Top slice 
Take a certain amount of money out of a budget for a particular purpose, before dividing up what’s left for spending.

Total Place
Total Place is a government supported initiative that looks at how a ‘whole area’ approach to public services can lead to better services at less cost

U
Urban Forum 
National umbrella body for community and voluntary groups involved in regeneration.

Urban Renaissance
The development of high quality towns and cities that people will be proud to live in. (So attractive, clean, safe/well cared-for, with lots of interesting activity, practical to live in, and sensitive to the environment. They must be well designed and planned, making use of already developed land and existing buildings.)

V
Voluntary Sector
Organisations run by a voluntary management committee, often with paid/professional staff and other resources.
