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Rastrick Ward Neighbourhood Action Plan March 2010 
Ward Profile
Rastrick Ward is located on the Southeast of the district between the M62 motorway and Brighouse Town Centre. Land use is mainly residential with open country to the south and east. Included within Rastrick are the neighbourhoods of Woodhouse, Toothill, Carr Green, Field Lane and Longroyde, as well as a local centre in Church Street. Rastrick incorporates an industrial centre along Birds Royd Lane and Brighouse railway station is on the northern edge of the ward. Total population of the Ward is 11,334 making up 4,739 households. Employment levels are above average for Calderdale with 69.7% of the population economically active. 73.6% of households are owner occupied with the remainder being 17.3% social housing and 9.1 % private rented or other. The population is older than the district average with a slightly fewer younger people and higher numbers of older residents.
Context and Purpose

This plan has been prepared to formalise an approach by delivery partners and the Safer, Cleaner Greener Team to tackling the key issues and priorities facing communities within Rastrick Ward. This plan covers a rolling three year period and will need to be reviewed and amended annually with a new plan developed on a three year basis. A key aim is to ensure the plan is aligned with a long term vision for Rastrick and takes into account the broader context of the Ward within Calderdale. This plan fits within the targets identified in the Ward Plan.
Neighbourhood Vision

The vision for Rastrick Ward is for an area of vibrant, safe and healthy communities where people and business prosper. The vision is of an area where people have access to services, young people have opportunities in life through adequate provision of facilities and activities. The long term view reflects low crime levels and promotes Rastrick as a clean and desirable place to live. 
Need
The Plan will not simply focus on activities to be supported by Calderdale Council but reflects an integrated and co-ordinated approach to the needs of the local neighbourhood aimed at securing real and measurable change. The approach takes into account integrated community, social, economic and physical programmes.

Key priorities

The priorities identified in this plan have been selected based on issues that been raised by communities through the Rastrick Ward Forum and PACT meetings, following consultation with the neighbourhood partnership and the local community.
Monitoring

Progress of the plan will be monitored through Lower Valley Safer Cleaner Greener Team.
Communication
Progress against the plan will be communicated through the PACT and Ward Forums and externally through local press such as the Brighouse Echo.
